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ARTICLE  I:

NAME

The name of this organization is the Beller Bounders Booster Club (BBBC).

ARTICLE  II:

ARTICLES OF ORGANIZATION

This organization exists as a not-for-profit organization of its Members.  The location of the organization office is 7820 Foster Street, Overland Park, Kansas 66204.  Its “articles of organizations” comprise these by-laws as from time to time amended.

ARTICLE  III:

OBJECTIVES AND PURPOSES

Section 1.
To foster the development of individual gymnasts competing as members of the Beller Bounders Gymnastics Club team by providing support in all aspects of the team program.

Section 2.
To promote gymnastics locally, statewide, nationally, and internationally by undertaking promotional activities, hosting competition at all levels and otherwise providing information about the sport to interested parties.

Section 3.
For the accomplishment of these purposes, to solicit and receive donations and dues; to receive, manage, invest real and personal property; money and securities; and to disburse monies and assets for activities in keeping with the stated objectives and purposes.

ARTICLE  IV:
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.
Each family of each child who is a member of the competitive Beller Bounders Gymnastic Club team may be a Member of this organization with one vote per family.

Section 2.
No person who is an owner or co-owner of the Beller Dance Studio shall be a Member of this organization nor shall any such person have a vote in any proceedings of this organization, but they may act in an advisory capacity in any or all such proceedings.

Section 3.
The head Gymnastics Coach may act in an advisory capacity in any or all proceedings.

Section 4.
Members of this organization shall contribute annual dues as established by the Executive Board with approval by majority vote of the general membership.

Section 5.
The organization shall accept Affiliate Members and Honorary Members.  These Members, unless otherwise stated, shall enjoy all the privileges of membership in the organization, except the right to hold elected office, to vote, or to attend the Executive Board sessions.  Annual dues will be established by the Executive Board with approval by majority vote of the general membership.

ARTICLE  V:

OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION

Section 1.
Only Members of this organization shall be eligible to serve as officers.

Section 2.
Nomination committee:

a. There shall be a nominating committee composed of five Members from the general membership who shall be appointed by the Executive Board no less than one month prior to the election of officers.  The committee shall elect its own chairperson.

b. The nominating committee shall nominate a slate of officers and report these nominees at the regular scheduled monthly meeting prior to the election meeting.  Additional nominations may be made from the floor at the nominating meeting.

c. Only those Members who have signified their consent to serve if elected shall be nominated for or elected to such office.

Section 3.
Officers and their elelction:

a. The officers of this organization shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and a Parlimentarian.

b. Officers shall be elected annually by ballot of all Members during the month of May.  Ballots will be distributed two weeks prior to the May election meeting.

c. Officers shall assume their official duties at the close of the May election meeting and shall serve for the term of one year or until their successors are elected.

d. A Member shall not be eligible to serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office.

Section 4.
A vacancy occurring in any office shall be filled for the unexpired term by a Member elected by a majority vote of the Executive Board, notice of such election having been given to the general membership.  In case a vacancy occurs in the office of President, the Vice-President shall serve notice of the election.

ARTICLE  VI:
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1.
The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization and of the Executive Board; shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed in these by-laws or assigned to the Members by the organization or by the Executive Board; shall coordinated the work of the officers and committees of the organization in order that the objectives and purposes may be promoted.

Section 2.
The Vice-President shall act as an aide to the President and shall perform the duties of the President in the absence or inability of that officer to act.  The Vice-President shall also serve as chairperson of fund raising and competition coordination committees.

Section 3.
The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings of the organization and of the Executive Board; shall have a current copy of the by-laws; shall prepare, post and make available minutes of all meetings no later than one week after each meeting, and shall perform such other duties as may be delegated to that Member.

Section 4.
The Treasurer shall have custody of all of the funds of the organization; shall keep a full and accurate account of receipts and expenditures; and shall make disbursements as authorized by the organization in accordance with the budget adopted by the organization, provided, however, that no expenditure shall be made or authorized which shall cause the total annual or an individual budget item to be exceeded.  Disbursement of funds may be made by the Treasurer or President.  The Treasurer shall present a financial statement at every meeting of the organization and at other times when requested by the Executive Board; shall prepare, post and make available a treasurer’s report after each meeting and shall make a full report at the meeting at which new officers officially assume their duties.

The Treasurer may, at his or her discretion, maintain funds of the organization at whatever financial institution and in whatever manner is most convenient to that Member.

Section 5.
The Parliamentarian shall maintain Robert’s rules of Order and assume said Rules are followed at all meetings and establish and maintain effective communication between the coaches, owners, gymnasts and parents.

Section 6.
All officers shall perform the duties outlined in these by-laws and those assigned from time to time.  Upon the expiration of the term of office or in case of resignation, each officer shall turn over to the President, without delay, all records, books, and other materials pertaining to the office, and shall return to the Treasurer, without delay, all funds pertaining to the office.

ARTICLE VII:
EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1.
The Executive Board shall consist of the officers of the organization.

Section 2.
The duties of the Executive Board shall be:  (a) to transact necessary business in the intervals between organization meetings and such other business as may be referred to it by the organization;  (b) to create standing and special committees;  (c) to approve the plans of work of the standing committees;  (d) to present reports at the regular meetings of the organization;  (e) to select an auditor or an auditing committee to audit the treasurer’s accounts;  (f) to prepare and submit to the organization for adoption a budget for each fiscal year;  and (g) to approve routine bills and expenses of the coach within the limits of the budget.

Section 3.
Regular meetings of the Executive Board shall be held during the year, the time to be fixed by the committee at its first meeting.  Four members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum.  Special meetings of the Executive Board may be called by the President or by a majority of the members of the Committee.

ARTICLE VIII:
MEETINGS

Section 1.
Monthly meetings of the organization shall be held.  Dates of regularly scheduled meetings shall be agreed upon by the general membership at the first meeting of the year.  Five days notice shall be given of a change of date.

Section 2.
Special meetings of the organization may be called by the President or by a majority of the Executive Board, five days notice shall be given to the general membership.

Section 3.
The election meeting shall be held annually in May.

Section 4.
Those Members attending a meeting shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business in any general meeting of this organization.

ARTICLE X:

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of this organization shall begin June 1 and end May 30.

ARTICLE XI:

BUDGET

Section 1.
The Executive Board shall prepare a projected budget for the forthcoming season expenses in conjunction with the Head Gymnastics Coach thirty days prior to the end of the fiscal year.  This projected budget shall be based upon reasonable means of transportation, food and lodging.

Section 2.
At an open meeting of the organization the projected budget shall be presented to all members.  A majority vote shall adopt the amounts to be accepted in the budget for the forthcoming year.  Any change(s)( in the budget during the course of the year shall be immediately recommended by the Executive Board subject to approval by a majority vote of the membership.

Section 3.
The organization shall be responsible for expenses for the coach(s) in connection with sanctioned competitions.  Expense reports shall be approved by the Executive Board upon submission along with acceptable receipts.

Section 4.
The Executive Board will accept any recommendation for any competitive gymnast on the Beller Bounders Gymnastic team who may need financial assistance.  Consideration and Executive Board discussion will be initiated to see if assistance can be provided.

ARTICLE XII:
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern the organization in all cases in which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict with these by-laws.  A copy of these “rules” shall be available at all meetings.

ARTICLE XIII:
AMENDMENTS

Section 1.
These by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the organization by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting, provided that notice of the proposed amendment shall have been given not less than 30 days prior to the meeting at which the amendment is voted upon.

Section 2.
A committee may be appointed to submit a revised set of by-laws as a substitute for the existing by-laws.  This action shall be authorized by a majority vote at a meeting of the organization.  The requirements for adoption of a revised set of by-laws shall be the same as in the case of an amendment.
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
